Course plan

Weeks 1, 2: Monopoly. Oligopolistic competition with homogeneous and differentiated products. Capacity constraints.
Weeks 3, 4: Dominant firm and competitive fringe. Durable good monopoly.
Weeks 5, 6: Cartel. Tacit collusion. Merger and acquisition.
Weeks 7, 8, 9, 10: Antitrust: Cartels and other horizontal restraints, abuses of dominance (including vertical restraints), and mergers and acquisitions.
Weeks 11, 12, 13, 14: Regulation: Regulation and deregulation, user and access pricing, sectoral restructuring.
Weeks 15, 16: Models of entry and exit. Advertising.
